This Draft Damage Assessment and Restoration Plan and Environmental Assessment (Draft DARP) has been prepared by federal and commonwealth natural resource trustees to address the restoration of natural resources and services injured by the 19 October 1999 jet fuel spill.  This document is to inform the public about the natural resource damage assessment and restoration planning efforts that were conducted following the spill.  The public is invited to provide comments on the proposed restoration actions, in accordance with the National Environmental Policy Act, the Oil Pollution Act, and the Oil Pollution Act regulations.  The trustees have evaluated injuries to natural resources and seek comments on the proposed restoration alternatives.  The plan is a result of a consensus decision-making process.  The trustees will consider written comments received during the public comment period before finalizing the document and proceeding with implementation of the selected restoration alternatives.  

B. The data product is disseminated in a manner that allows it to be accessible and understandable to a broad range of users.

The Navy will publish a Notice of Availability of the Draft DARP in the Federal Register, which will outline a 30-day public review period.  The Notice will indicate who to contact to request a copy of the document.  The document will also be posted on the NOAA-Damage Assessment and Restoration Program website.
