WEEK 1 (January 1-8, 2005)

TEXAS:  This week, 11 sea turtles were found stranded on the Texas coast. Seven turtles were found in zone 21, two in zone 20, one in zone 19, and one in zone 18.  Five were found stranded offshore and six inshore.   Species composition includes seven green turtles, one Kemp's ridley, one loggerhead, and two turtles of unknown species.  The seven green turtles and possibly the two unknown individuals are hypothermic-stunned due to cold-weather in the area.

Zone 21:  A code 1 green turtle (37.2 cm SLCL) was found stranded inshore missing the right rear flipper (old wound).  A code 2 green turtle (37.5 cm CCL) was found stranded inshore with no injuries.  A code 3 green turtle (36.3 cm SLCL) was found stranded offshore missing the head.  A code 2 green turtle (56.1 cm SLCL) was found stranded inshore with no injuries.  A code 3 turtle of unknown species (59.0 cm CCL) was found stranded offshore missing the head and right rear flipper.  A code 2 green turtle (no measurements) was found stranded inshore with no injuries.  A code 2 loggerhead (62.4 cm SLCL) was found stranded offshore with no injuries.

Zone 20:  A code 1 green turtle (26.6 cm SLCL) was found stranded inshore floating near a power plant intake grate.  A code 2 green turtle (35.8 cm SLCL) was found stranded inshore with no injuries.

Zone 19:  A code 2 turtle of unknown species (42.5 cm CCL) was found stranded inshore with injuries on the carapace.

Zone 18:  A code 4 Kemp's ridley (40.2 cm SLCL) was found stranded offshore missing the head and front flippers.

LOUISIANA:  No strandings reported.

MISSISSIPPI:  No strandings reported.

ALABAMA:  No strandings reported.

FLORIDA:  Twenty-five strandings were reported during week 1.  Two turtles were found along the Gulf (2Cc), two in the Keys (1Cm, 1Cc) and twenty-one were found along the Atlantic (6Cm, 10Cc, 2Dc, 2Lk, 1Un).  All turtles were reported dead unless otherwise indicated.  All turtles were found adjacent to offshore waters unless otherwise indicated. Measurements given indicate the approximate curved carapace length (CLOC), unless otherwise noted.

Zone 8-  One loggerhead turtle was found (74.7cm, inshore) with no external anomalies.  

Zone 6-  One loggerhead turtle was found (inshore) unable to recover.

Zone 1-  One green turtle was found (47.2cm, alive) with paps. Taken to Marathon.  One loggerhead turtle was found (inshore) severely decomposed.  

Zone 25-  One green turtle was found (31.1cm) with prop damage to carapace and plastron. One leatherback turtle was found (inshore) with shark related injuries.  

Zone 26-  One unknown turtle- bones only.  One green turtle was found (70.9cm) with prop damage and missing head and all flippers.  One green turtle was found (inshore) with paps and prop damage to

carapace.  One green turtle was found missing posterior half of turtle.  One loggerhead turtle was found missing posterior half of turtle and both front flippers.  One leatherback turtle was found- carapace only with prop damage.  

Zone 27-  One green turtle was found (28.5cm) entangled in fishing line around neck.  One loggerhead turtle was found missing a scalloped portion of posterior carapace due to shark, healed.  One loggerhead turtle was found (72.5cm) with no external anomalies.  

Zone 28-  One loggerhead turtle was found (66.5cm) emaciated with barnacles on soft tissue.  One green turtle was found (28.1cm, alive) with heavy barnacles coverage on carapace, take to VMSC.    One kemp's ridley turtle was found (56.4cm) emaciated and missing LRF. One loggerhead turtle was found (74.5cm, alive) emaciated and lethargic with leeches.  Taken to VMSC.  One loggerhead turtle was found (65.0cm, alive) with heavy barnacle growth and slightly underweight.  Died at holding facility.  

Zone 29-  One loggerhead turtle was found (70.0cm) emaciated with barnacles on soft tissue.  One kemp's ridley turtle was found (35.2cm) with neck region damage.  One loggerhead turtle was found (65.0cm) with plastron damage and barnacles on soft tissue.  One loggerhead turtle was found missing head and damage to RFF.  

Zone 30-  One loggerhead turtle was found (66.3cm, alive) floating and lethargic.  Taken to VMSC.
